Downtown Disaster Debacle

The first fragments of comet

Spewmaker-Bevvy 69 began
their bombardment of Jupiter
early Saturday morning, raising
a plume of heat consistent with
a 2,160 km wide garlic sausage
simultaneously released
through the back end of the
whole of Germany after a night
on the saverkraut and fizzy beer.

The plume of the explosion
was visible through telescopes,
and photographs clearly show
scenes resembling what one sci-
entist described as “Something
like a large brown stain seeping
through green lederhosen.”

Following the closure of several
papers and the arrest of local
editors, the co-editor of the Hash
House Herald fled to the relative
safety of Myanamar on Monday.

This is the third recent de-
parture from the ranks of the
Herald staff: reporters Joe
O’Tokie and Karl Bohydrate left
last week and chief editor Duck
Fucker is worried.

But he was quick to deny
rumours of a split, which caused
some minor disappointment
amongst press-watchers. There
had been speculation of vicious
in-fighting in the editorial of-
fices. However, Mr Fucker as-
sured reporters that changes at
the top had been agreed to ami-
cably. They reflected his co-edi-
tor’s increasing involvement
with the paper and ability to use
the computer.

Mr Fucker took over the
Herald, a reputable expatriate
paper, in May. But it wasn’t un-
til Mr Jam realised that he had

Hash Cash Flows Freely

“The problem,” said Jeremy,
leaning back as he took another
luxurious pull on the fat Havana
cigar, “is that people just don’t
believe us.” This was readily
confirmed by Carita as she
sipped her Veuve Cliquot.

Jeremy and Carita (their real
names have been changed in the
interests of personal safety) are
the financial wizards behind the
Phnom Penh Hash House Harri-
ers. But the good times may be
behind them as rumours of em-
bezzlement gather pace in the
run-up to the eagerly awaited

100th hash.

Their troubles started back
in May when the registration fee
suddenly leapt to US$5 a week,
adramatic increase of 66%. “It’s
quite simple,” said Carita as she
admired her Bermuda tan.
“Three dollars a week wasn’t
enough to keep the hash going.
We were losing money.”

A General Winge was called
and the matter was discussed.
The price increase was over-
whelmingly agreed to by those
present. So far, so good. But
where does the money go?
Jeremy denies that the custom-
made Ferrari parked outside his
sumptuous villa was bought

with the increased revenue.

“No. It’s all straight,” he told
us. “The money collected each

week is a registration fee that
enables the Mismanagement
Committee to provide and or-
ganize the Hash with a variety
of facilities.”

These include drinks each
week for the hashers; ice to keep
the drinks cold; buckets to keep
both in; hash flash and trash;
hash meetings; and there is the
occasional charitable donation.
“Last year,” said Carita, “‘we were
able to provide Continental
IndoChine with an urgently
needed Lear Jet.”

There is also a cash float for
ordering T-shirts, boat hire and
other similarneeds, and anniver-
sary events.

This would appear to be the
root of the hash cash scandal.
Jeremy currently has something
like US$700 of hash cash
(US$100 of which comes from a
sponsorship deal); has paid a
US$500 deposit for the anniver-
sary T-shirts and has another
US$560 to pay. In addition to
this, Carita has about US$300,
having recently paid off out-
standing debts.

That leaves less than
USS$500 for the 100th run party.
At arecent meeting of the Mis-
management Committee it was
decided that such a special oc-
casion should be suitably
marked.

“We want to make it the
mother of all parties,” said As-
sistant Grand Master Nick.
These parties, it would seem,

don’t come cheap.

Unfortunately, the P2H3 is
not as flush as it would like to
be. Apart from the money, the
hash has a small amount of liq-
uid assets, 6 buckets (2 of which
are broken and used for empties)
and 7 T-shirts.

“That’s why we have to
charge the punters ten bucks,”
said Jeremy. “But look at what
people will be getting for their
money: T-shirts, booze, pro-
grammes, kramahs, booze, food,
more booze. The list goes on.”

And so, it would seem, will
the show.

Little Red Riding Hood’s Navigation Course
